Texas Forest Sector 
 

• The Texas Forest Sector consists of 12 million acres of 
commercial forests and is located in primarily 43 
counties in East Texas. 
 

• During the past decade, the wood-based industry has 
remained one of the top 10 manufacturing sectors in 
the state.  
 

• The forest sector is one of the top two largest 
manufacturing employers in 25 of the 43 East Texas 
counties. 
 

• With direct, indirect, and induced impacts, the total 
economic impact of the Texas Forest Sector is $33 billion 
in industry output, $14.1 billion in value-added; $8.6 
billion in labor income; and, 166,071 jobs for Texans.   
 

• Each year in Texas, 100 million seedlings are planted – 
that’s about five trees per Texan.
